3. Lesley Report:

Many courses  (58) now taught online do not show a DE component on the COR and have not gone through the DE committee for approval.

This issue, though not serious, should be addressed since the accreditation team will be concentrating on DE procedures on the next go-around.

Lesley, Rachel, and Jon will meet that week to discuss how to address the problem.

**The outcome of the meeting is as follows:**

a. A list of all the classes this pertained to was given to Rachel, who will follow up with the CR committee and the appropriate faculty to get this changed b/c WASC or whoever will be back visiting us.

b. It was agreed that having discovered this anomaly would at least show we are working on the issue.


4. Chair Report:

Gave DE presentation at the Curricunet Conference, representing 23 colleges. Main points:

· Showed how to transfer DE request information to DE agenda by copy and paste – the important parts

· Discussed the main delivery methods to look for:

100% online – main concern

Hybrid Course – not to worry too much since it is a good foot in the door for online experience and student is guarantied to have weekly contact with the instructor.

Hybrid Lab – just follow procedure in webpage examples and no problem

· Pushing for the discussion board – attendees agreed

· Technologies used – is that important? Attendees agreed not

· Integrity of student work – 'turn it in'-like applications work best

· Shared our published procedures for approving courses – like the cccconfer idea

· Showed the Curricunet examples for hybrid lab webpage – well received 

Learned at the conference: The next accreditation team will be specifically looking at the DE component of course outline of review.

**Other comments:** 

Agree that technologies used should not be a concern – if fact, the committee need not to worry about any online delivery until there is a problem.

Discussion board can be an ideal environment for online lab, since it gives direct access to the instructor ( as long as they check the board daily) and the other students in the class, for further interaction and help. 

Jim added that the music department started using the DB and found great value – in big classes, students emerged from the mass adding to the conversation in meaningful ways, etc. 

5. **Courses as a group were approved for DE, on consensus** 


·  GEOL 104, The Changing Earth: Historical Geology: Belasky, Paul

 Hybrid Course, no lab: The students and instructor will meet face-to-face every week (16 weeks) for the entire lab period (3 hours 10 minutes). In addition, the students will meet with the instructor face-to-face 5 times during the semester - 1 time for introductory lecture (3 hours 10 min), 3 times for tests (2 midterms and the final exam) and 1 time for an all-day Saturday field trip (8 hours). These meetings and the field trip, especially, will evaluate students on their understanding of scientific method (SLO's 1 and 2), identification of earth material (SLO 3), basic principles of geology (SLO 5) and team work (SLO 10). In addition, weekly announcements through the course mangament system as well as virtual office hours (2 hours per week) will be provided. The students can also utilize instructor's face-to-face office hours on the Fremont campus (3 hours per week).

Paul has been asked to clean up the DE request for the course, since it seems to do more with GE than DE. Also, Paul teaches during meeting time, so Jon will meet with him, unless the Hybrid portion of the class and Paul's online experience is clear on COR.

**Recommendations taken care of, course approved**

·  MATH 151, Algebra I: Munding, Tania
 Hybrid Course, no lab: Instruction takes place online via the Internet, but the tests are taken in a classroom at the Ohlone campus. A photo ID must be presented in order to take the test. This course is using the MyMathLab software, which contains video lectures, text book material (e-book which is the same as used in lecture classes), practice problems and homework. Students are taking quizzes created by a teacher and can take practice tests in order to prepare for the actual tests. All tests are strickly scheduled in the course syllabus. Students must complete assigned homework before each test.

Tania has not been asked to present because the online portion is minimal in that it is mostly managed by the MyMathLab software, in a way similar to the English labs. Tania is available in the math lab and by email for questions.

· MM 104, Advanced Interactivity in Flash: Lewis, Pilar
Hybrid Lab: In addition to or in place of TBA lab, this class can conduct part of the lab portion in the Hybrid format. The main vehicle for Hybrid Lab in this course is the discussion board.

Class notes will be posted weekly on WebCT with instructions and concepts on how to employ computer software. For the Hybrid lab, we are using the following language in the the syllabus: Part of the lab of this course is intended to be spent learning to implement the techniques specified in the lectures and explained in the textbook. Students will receive assistance in the form of a discussion board, by one, asking questions or making comments from the hands-on assignments (if necessary) and two, help fellow students solve issues and contribute constructively. Virtual labs (discussion board) will be accounted for based on weekly system reports on messages created, read, replied to, time spent, etc

Pilar has not been asked to present because she has extensive experience in using a discussion board for the purpose of student support with lab assignment.

The DE request conforms closely with our DE recommendation by including the syllabus language for Hybrid Lab

· MM 105, Web Site Design: Lewis, Pilar
Hybrid Lab: From 'Content - This course includes 3 hours of lab, at least one hour will be scheduled lab and the rest TBA or/and online using discussion board.

Same as above for Pilar, except this DE request is not yet complete and an email has been sent to request completion.

· PE 250, Fitness Camp: Kurotori, Robin
Hybrid Course, Lab: Instructor will be available by email and phone and will reply to student questions and concerns within 72 hours. Weekly lecture modules will include a written multiple choice, true/false, and short answer quizzes to assess understanding of the material covered each week and the application of said material to the weekly workout. Instructor will provide written feedback on quizzes. Instructor will meet with students at the beginning and end of the semester for fitness evaluations. Instructor will hold office hours during the week.

Robin has not been asked to present because she has prepared extensively with Lesley, setting up appropriate support in her webCT shell.

However recommendation upon approval to contact students sooner than 72 hours, except weekends.

**Our normal rule at Ohlone is 48 hours**

· CS 102, Introduction to Computer Programming Using C++: Degallier, Jon

Fully Online, Hybrid Lab: In addition to or in place of TBA lab, this class can conduct the lab portion in the Hybrid Lab format. The main vehicle for Hybrid Lab in this course is the discussion board.

This class is also offered as two sections, one face-2-face and the other online, where students can come to class when in need of f2f or stay online if comfortable in that mode.
